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British Motor Corp. Sees 37 Per Cent Sales Gain
NEW YORK-The British Motor Corporation-Hambro Inc. announced at the close of its distributors meeting here that it will sell 30,000 cars in the United States this year—a gain of 37 per cent over 1962—and has set 50,000 cars as its sales goal for 1964.
H.J.L. Suffield, president of BMC-Hambro Inc., said, “The demand for the MG Sports Sedan and the MGB sports car continues to grow steadily, and after a review of the 37% increase in BMC business so far in 1963, we confidently expect to maintain that percentage gain for the remainder of the year."
Suffield made his remarks at the close of the BMC-Hambro distributors meeting here and reported “a healthy and heartening enthusiasm from our distributors for our product and for the business outlook in 1964."
The BMC official further said his organization is determined to strengthen its current hold on second place in the import market. According to the latest Polk registration figures, BMC as a manufacturer has registered sales of 23,358 for the first nine months of 1963, thereby firmly establishing its number two position behind the traditional leader, Volkswagen.  Renault is in third place with 16,854 registrations for the January-September period and Triumph is fourth with 15,942 cars sold for the same period.
In September, the latest month for which Polk registration figures were available, the MG marque held down the number two spot by itself with 2,140 cars sold for the month, nosing out Renault, which sold 1,998 cars and Triumph with 1,883. 
The 37 per cent gain by BMC, which is a greater percentage gain than any other import manufacturer has shown this year, would give BMC the 30,000 registration it anticipates for 1963.  This would be BMC’s best year since 1960.
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
